First Priority

Third Priority

Nonprofit organizations where Sisters of Charity of Cincinnati serve as staff, board members, or in other active ways and/or nonprofit organizations with national, regional, or local efforts that are supported by the Sisters of Charity of Cincinnati.
Fourth Priority

Nonprofit organizations with national, regional, or local efforts that are supported by the Sisters of Charity of Cincinnati.
Priority consideration is given to organizations with good stewardship, measurable outcomes and impact in the areas of SC Ministry Foundation’s strategic plan and efforts supported by the Sisters of Charity of Cincinnati, including:

· Pre-K, Early Childhood and Catholic Education

· Comprehensive Community Development

Care for creation

Comprehensive immigration reform

Abolishment of the Death Penalty

	eliGIbility requirements
The following criteria must also be met in order to be eligible for funding:
· Funding requests will only be considered if the Foundation receives the organization’s Internal Revenue Service (IRS) determination letter verifying that the organization is exempt from taxation under Section 501(c)(3) of the IRS code.
· The mission, programs and services of the organization requesting funds must be consistent with the mission and purpose of the SC Ministry Foundation.
· An organization that has an active grant with the Foundation is not usually eligible to apply for another grant until the conclusion of the current grant.
· Evidence of collaboration, particularly through place matters in Price Hill, multiple funding sources, non-duplication of services and financial sustainability are funding considerations. 

· If the program is new or an expansion of an existing program that requires adding staff, expanding hours of current staff, or results in increasing program expenses by $5,000 or more, SC Ministry Foundation requires the organization have a business plan to demonstrate sustainability.

· Core program grants are awarded with evidence of measurable outcomes. 
limitations

SC Ministry Foundation will not normally consider grant pre-applications for:

· Major capital expenditures such as construction, acquisition or renovation of facilities, equipments or technology
· Ongoing operations, overhead, operational deficits or debt reduction
· Endowments or scholarships
· Projects where the Foundation would be the principal source of support
· Programs in public schools including colleges and universities, programs in hospitals, and programs in churches as well as Catholic schools or parishes that do not have a current association with the Sisters of Charity of Cincinnati
· Grants to individuals, units of government or government agencies
· Annual appeals, membership drives, sponsorships, fundraising campaigns
· Partisan political advocacy or lobbying 
· Programs or projects that result in duplication of services
· Organizations or projects that use grant funds to make grants to other organizations
	application process

Organizations that have read and are in line with the Foundation’s funding priorities, eligibility requirements and limitations may begin the application process:

1. A required phone call to a program officer to discuss your potential pre-application is the next step after reading the funding priorities, eligibility requirements and limitations. Pre-application forms will only be accepted if your organization is given approval from a Foundation program officer. Please call (513) 347-1122 starting Thurs., Jan. 5 thru Fri., Feb. 10, 2012 to speak to a program officer.
2. The pre-application consists of a cover page and a one page proposed project description. It can be downloaded at www.scministryfdn.org and returned via email to dsmiley@scministryfdn.org, mailed to the Foundation’s address, or faxed. 

3. After reviewing your organization’s pre-application, the Foundation will either send grant application materials or notification that we cannot consider the pre-application for funding. 

If your organization is invited to submit a grant application, you are required to participate in the following:

The purpose of this conference call is to orient you to the Foundation’s grant application process and to assist you in developing the application.

Planning and Development Workshop
New applicants are required and previously funded programs are strongly encouraged to participate in this capacity building workshop on measurable outcomes and further grant application development.
